Remote Latch Status Monitoring: 
Retracting the latch by depressing the 
push pad provides an output signal for 
local or remote visual and audible 
annunciation indicating forced entry or 
unauthorized egress.

Access Control  REX: When connected 
to the Request-To-Exit input of a keypad, 
card or biometric Access Controller, 
depressing the pushpad and retracting the 
latch actuates the Latch Status contact, 
shunting the control access control alarm 
to permit authorized egress and/or 
releases the magnetic door lock for 
uninhibited egress.
