Motor Drive Electric Latch Retraction Adjustment:

1. Verify the device is properly adjusted for mechanical operation. Electric operation should not exceed the
mechanical operation or there will be a high risk of damage to the device. We suggest setting the latch
retraction under electric operation at 1/14" less than the latch refraction under mechanical operation.

2. Locate the adjustment screw in the rear of the motor assembly. Rotate the adjustment screw clockwise to
increase the latch retraction or counterclockwise to decrease the latch refraction.

Onboard Indicator Light Assignments:
Maintain input power to the exit device and check the onboard indicator lights.
Remove input power before altempting a solution.
